Motivate and guide students in the development of reading, listening, and viewing competencies and enjoyment of literature, including critical thinking skills for lifelong learning

Throughout the month of October, I planned a week’s worth of activities during the week of Halloween at Colton High School to support the Teen Read Week theme of “Take a Bite out of Books”.  This library programming supports this competency on a few levels.  First, popular horror fiction books are placed on a decorative Halloween display at the front of the library to attract visitors.  When students come into the library during their lunch period, they listen to an array of audio clippings of popular young adult literature and poetry from titles such as Stephenie Meyer’s Twilight and Edgar Allen Poe’s “The Raven”.  These are found either on poet I also designed a book mark contest for participants to create a bookmark based on a horror fiction or poetry.  At the end of the week, these items will be displayed for viewing throughout the library.  Each visitor may chose to vote on the best item.  On the evaluation form, the person will explain the reason for his/her vote.  The winner will receive a copy of either New Moon or Eclipse from Meyer’s Twilight series.
