Select, evaluate and recommend quality literature for various age levels by taking one or more courses in literature for children and young adults.
I examined children and YA literature for two courses during my MLIS program.  I included bibliographical information, summary, personal opinion, URLs for additional author/book information, and similar works for the bulk of the Word Tables.  For the children’s literature database, I commented on a variety of literature from easy readers, poetry, biographies, folktales, chapter books, and books based on movies.   I focused more on acclaimed works and multimedia devices for the YA collection. 
I have incorporated this knowledge in my professional practices.  During my first public library internship, I recommended certain children’s works for the summer reading program.  I had students consider certain novels from the YA collection for the October 2008 Colton High School purchases.
